Material : 

 Wrapping paper (mix color) 

 Wooden skewers (depends on the number of chocolates) 

 Duct tape (Brand Loy Tape) 

 Glue gun 

 Flower span 

 Cadbury and Kitkat chocolate 

 Ribbon 

Steps : 

1. Stick each chocolate on a 

wooden skewer with duct tape. 

2. Cut the wrapping paper into 

equal squares. 

3. Wrap the chocolate with the 

cut wrapping paper. 

4. Arrange and stick the chocolate 

on the flower sponge. 

5. Then, cut in half a sheet of 

wrapping paper to wrap the 

bouquet. 

6. Take a second sheet of wrapping 

paper to make a second layer. 

7. Cut a sheet of wrapping paper 

to make crumples on the front 

of the bouquet. 

8. Stick the crumples on the front 

of bouquet. 

9. Take half a sheet of wrapping 

paper to cover the bottom of 

the bouquet. 



 

10. Make a ribbon follow your creativity 

and stick it on the bouquet. 

11. Fix the ribbon to get the perfect 

effect. 

12. Finally, done our chocolate bouquet.
